 Team Points for Sport Education
Teacher discretion as to how many points and which points are used. 
Suggestion is to keep an index card or something else to record points during each class period and record on poster at a later date. 
· Points are kept for the entire sports season and added at the end for the culminating activity and awards. 
· These points have nothing to do with a student’s actual grade in the class.
· Individual student grading practices are still based on each student’s individual performance on lesson objectives. 
· Points may be awarded to teams and/or taken away.
